2. APPLY COMPRESSIONNUT OVER CONDUIT/TUBING

3. TAPTHE FERRULE ONTO THE END OF THE CONDUIT/TUBING. CONDUIT
SHOULD ENGAGE FERRULE FINGERS 2" MIN. (SEE FIG 4).

4. POSITION SWIVELELBOW OR STRAIGHT BODY ONTO FERRULE AND
THREAD COMPRESSIONNUT INTO PLACE.

5. HAND TIGHTEN THE COMPRESSION NUT UNTIL SECURELY BOTTOMS OUT
AGAINST THE FERRULE. TO INSURE FULL LIQUID-TIGHT GRIPPING
CAPABILITY, THE GAPBETWEEN THE NUTAND THE BODY FLANGE SHOULD
BE LESS THAN .055” (SEEFIG 3.).

6. SNAPSEALING O-RING ONTO SEAT PROVIDED FOR A LIQUID-TIGHT SEAL
THROUGHANY BOXAPPLICATION.

7. SECURE WITH LOCKNUT OR INTO FEMALE THREAD AS REQUIRED.
